The Bourbon County Extension Service mission
is to develop programs which meet the needs of
our diverse community. Programs are based on
needs, interests and concerns of Bourbon
County. Extension provides programs in the
various areas of agriculture and natural
resources, family and consumer sciences, 4-H
Youth Development and Horticulture. Whether it
is a program to strengthen family life, assist in
farm management, or help youth acquire
knowledge, this year’s participation from
University of Kentucky Extension Specialists,
agents, volunteers, leaders and the community
has been outstanding!

Priority Program Efforts

1 A total of 103 people are now involved in
addressing significant community issues

1 585 youth made an impact in their
community through service projects

1 30 local residents implemented practices
that promote sustainable agriculture

1 300 Producers reported an economic
impact (i.e., increase in agricultural
productivity, increase in higher returns,
decrease in expenses) in their agricultural
operations

1 35 youth indicated an increase in
leadership skills, knowledge or confidence
through participation in Extension-related
leadership programs

1 248 citizens (youth & adults)
acknowledged utilizing the skills learned
through Extension programming

1 A total of 76 individuals reported making
lifestyle changes (diet, exercise, managing
stressors, healthy home practices, etc.) for
the purpose of improving their health

1 A total of 189 youth and adults
demonstrated informed and effective
decision-making skills

1 867 individuals incorporated new or
additional conservation practices.

COST SHARE PROGRAM

The Bourbon County Extension Office assists with
the facilitation of the KADF Phase | Cost-Share. Cost-
Share is administered in Bourbon County on a 50/50
basis with $2,500 administered to each approved
producer. Required educational training is provided
by the Bourbon County ANR agent at various events
including multi-agency opportunities such as Farm
Field Day. Requirements of this program promote
continued education. In 2015, $248,723 was used by
144 producers for on-farm projects. Producers have
been assisted by gaining the ability to purchase
equipment, build permanent structures and improve
genetics on their operations. Producers are able to
manage their operations more efficiently with
increased returns. Completed projects have allowed
producers to be more efficient and increase profit on
their operations. Requiring educational activities has
encouraged producers to utilize the extension
services as well as seek other educational
opportunities available through extension.

ELITE HEIFER SALE

The Elite Heifer program is a superior beef
replacement heifer
program started in
Bourbon County for
producers to sell and
purchase heifers of
preferred breed type,
bred by approved
sires, to calve during
a certain calving -
window or time
frame. Facilitators
and producers have -
invested much time
and hard work to
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producers. The Elite Heifer program guidelines are

the Beef Genetic Improvement Guidelines for CAIP.

These guidelines were developed for the heifer

program and are now used as standards for other

replacement heifer program in Kentucky. In 2015, -
producers consigned a total of 350 head averaging -
$2,377/head. Heifers were consigned to purchasers

from seven states including Tennessee, Ohio, -
Indiana, and Maryland. Several of the buyers are

repeat purchasers. Information concerning the heifers
