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Pasture to Plate Educates Producer & Consumer

The number of cattle in Kentucky being fed to
finish, harvested and sold to Kentucky consumers is
increasing every year. In addition, an increasing
number of Kentucky farmers are retaining ownership of
their cattle through the finishing phase and being paid
on carcass performance. In order to help farmers
capitalize on their increased investment, a partnership
was formed among the Cooperative Extension Service,
University of Kentucky Extension Beef Specialists, and
the Kentucky Beef Network to implement the Pasture
to Plate program and teach producers all aspects of
finishing beef.

The program was replicated in three locations
across the state. The Morgan County Extension
Educational Farm was utilized for the east region. A
combination of 10 steers and heifers, both beef and
dairy calves encompassing all sizes and body types,
were purchased at approximately 800 pounds and fed

1 162 youth indicated an increase in leadership
skills, knowledge or confidence through
participation in Extension-related leadership
programs

1 1,130 citizens (youth & adults) acknowledged
utilizing the skills learned through Extension
programming

1 A total of 1,456 individuals reported making
lifestyle changes (diet, exercise, managing
stressors, healthy home practices, etc.) for the
purpose of improving their health

1 A total of 612 youth and adults demonstrated
informed and effective decision-making skills

to finish at approximately 1,300 pounds. Producers were able to follow the calves through the process and
learn timely topics which included: receiving and health programs, feeding to finish, nutrient management,
live animal evaluation, carcass evaluation, taste panel evaluation, and consumer preferences.

More than 50 producers from six counties participated in the program. Magoffin County had more than15
producers attend at least one session, while four attended all sessions. Three of the producers said they
are now much more confident in their live animal and carcass evaluation skills.
