For the seventh year in a row the Pulaski County
4-H Livestock Club held their annual Livestock
Show and Sale. This year’s show and sale was one
of the largest to date with over 125 people in
attendance to support Pulaski County youth as
they showed off all the hard work and dedication
that they had put into their animals over the year.
With steady growth in attendance over the past
three years going from 50 in 2012 to over 125 in
2016 has been amazing. Not only have we seen an
increase in the number of people coming out to
watch but we have also seen a jump in the number
of youth taking advantage of this program. This
year's event saw a variety of animals with 13 kids
showing cattle, goats, and sheep, with each
species being well represented. That is a jump of
nine youth from the 2014 event.

For the third year after the show we had a live
auction giving the youth a chance to sell their
project animal. The Pulaski County Livestock Club
was able to raise over $38,000 to help support
youth involved in the livestock club. All proceeds
for the show and sale go back to the youth to help
pay for the cost of showing their animals and to
help support the livestock club. That brings the
three-year total to over $80,000 raised and the
seven-year total to over $120,000 that has been
awarded to youth involved in this project area.

We have not only seen an increase in the
number of youth who are interested in showing
livestock but have seen an increase in the quality of
animals that our youth are using in participation.
With the increase in quality it has helped allow our
youth to be more competitive in the show circuit
across the state. All of this is possible because of

the support that we receive from the local business
community . We hope that with their continued
support this is a program that we can continue for
many more years.
