West Kentucky 4-H Camp covers
approximately 450 acres serving 37
counties.

The camp
has a 14 acre lake for fishing, canoeing,
and hiking and wetlands studies. West
Kentucky provides a state of the art
ropes challenge course with high and
low elements for exciting and highly
effective leadership and teambuilding
activities. It also has a horse arena for
basic equine classes and facilities for
archery, rifle, and swimming. Evening
programs can be conducted in its rustic
campfire area. The West Kentucky
